3.  Treasurers report, Debbie DuPlooy:

      Present bank balance,  $8813.76

      Expenses since last meeting  $490.32

      Invoice for fine of $l50.00 per month issued to 7000 Pallisades Point on 6-30-07 for continuing failure to correct violations of the covenants.

 

4.  OLD BUSINESS

 

     A.  Architectural Control Committee: Concern raised that the covenants defining the ACC are not consistent between the three subdivisions. Original structure of this committee is a matter of record according to J.M.Saxon. Secretary to obtain source material not reflected in the original covenants if it can be located. Inconsistencies notwithstanding, the Board is satisfied with the current representative strategy of membership of two people from each of the three areas of the subdivision. 

 

      B.  Carl Johnson continues to be dissatisfied with current and past action of the ACC concerning his efforts to receive consideration for his efforts to provide a covered area for his motor home.  Some members of the Board feel he should reapply and will assist him in crafting an application that meets the standards of the covenants.

 

5.  NEW BUSINESS

 

      A.  The complaints on 7000 Pallisades Point for lack of landscaping, trailer in the yard and mail box, none of which meet the covenants, results in a fine being assessed against this property until corrections are made.

 

      B.  Clearing of lots on Blue Ridge results:

            -Lots 3-6-11-12-13-14-15. cleared or in the process.

            -Lots 1-3-5, owners wish to clear before July 31, 2007.

            -Lot 2, owner accepted certified letter, but no action to date.  Board will take action to have cleared if no action by July 31, 2007.

 

      C.  Clearing of lots raised question of how often these should be cleared.  All three covenants require the owners or occupants of all lots, at all times, shall keep weeds and grass thereon cut in a sanitary, healthful and attractive manner. Covenants in Cliffs of Woodlake and Phase ll also require tree height and size must be kept in such a manner as not to obstruct overall lake view.

            The Board, in order to further refine the subjective adjectives stated in the covenants and provide guidance on what is generally acceptable maintenance on unimproved lots, defined guidelines that grass, weeds and underbrush are not to exceed one foot in height on vacant lots in those areas readily visible by the public from the road side.

 

      D. Website. Board discussed the affiliation status between the Association and the privately run website “woodlake.net”. Discussion continued via email after the meeting, which resulted in ultimate decision to table the topic to a later date.

      E.  The Board wishes to express their thanks to Tom Kirwan and J.M.Saxon for their work in repairing the tennis court.

 

      F.  Open complaint of signs posted on property at 7290 Woodlake Circle, Owner wishes to reply in writing.

           Further discussion on the matter of signs on property results in decision by the Board that the covenants for “Woodlake Section One” allows the flexibility for the Board to approve, in writing, exceptions to the “realtor/developer only” restrictions in that subdivision. The Board will address requests by homeowners on a case by case basis. There was one negative vote on this item because of a concern that by exercising this flexibility, it would set a precedent that could be exploited. 

      G.  Board review of annual dues to the Association reveal there are still a number of people apparently in arrears.  The Treasurer is sending out additional letters to ask for verification of payments to be certain our records are correct.
