Annual Meeting

Sunday, March 22, 2009

Meeting brought to order by Dave Palmer at 3:05 pm. at Franks Dead Fish Grill. 1st time attendees were welcomed. 

March, 2008 Minutes read by Lenore Burt. Minutes accepted as read. 

Treasurer’s Report given by Gene Presta. Expenses include $880 in computer/software purchase. The Board eliminated the expense for water meters and bank fees – a savings of $600 and $120 per year respectively. Current balance as of March, 2009 is $9,946.89. Report accepted as read. 

ACC report given by Howard Swaim – Activity during the year is as follows: 

A. March 13, 2008 – Addition to and rebuild existing deck and above ground pool installation at 7249 Woodlake Circle for Gene Presta was approved – project complete. 

B. October 3, 2008 – Request to construct a series of retaining walls (original) on Lots #2 and #3, 7100 Palisades Point, for Howard Swaim was approved – project 90% complete. 

C. October 12, 2008 – Amendment to request to construct a series of retaining walls on Lots #2 and #3, 7100 Palisades Point, for Howard Swaim to include sloped terrace and trestle ramp to access far side of property was approved – project 90% complete. 

D. November 22, 2008 – Request to construct a series of retaining walls to add terraces to Lot #1 (aka 7108 Palisades Point) for new owners Mark and Jheri Lynn Smith, 4467 Blue Ridge Drive was approved – landscape project is currently in progress. 

E. January 19, 2009 – Request to cover existing asphalt composition shingles with metal roofing at 7243 Woodlake Circle for Glenda Northam was approved. The owner was also granted an exception to paragraph 2.06, Woodlake Restrictive Deed and Covenants that specifies “ . . .asphalt shingles, their equivalent, or better”. Installation of the new roof is complete. 

Howard Swaim reported that all submissions were resolved positively. 

Old Business: 

A. Computer/Software Purchase – complete 

B. ACC structure and composition – answered question that was raised in 2008. Mike Geary reported that the ACC composition meets the requirements in the covenants. Cliffs of Woodlake Phase I and II need to be revised. Detailed report can be found on the website www.woodlakeonline.net. 

New Business: 

A. New Website – conclusion of what has happened throughout the year. The official association website address is www.woodlakeonline.net 

B. Road map for covenant change – If the association chooses, the guidelines are laid out as to how we can change the covenants. Section I can be modified at any time. For Cliffs of Woodlake Phase I and II, there are certain dates in place for amending the covenants. Phase I – fall 2011 (20 years after initial covenants) is the first chance to adjust anything. Phase II – fall 2014 unless there is a unanimous vote of all the property owners in Phase II. In the Fall of 2011 we could have 1 set of covenants with 3 appendixes relative to each section. Spring of 2010, we would need to start the process – getting the required legal assistance. If changes are not made for Phase I and II during the window of opportunity, the next opportunity would be in 10 years unless a unanimous vote is received from each section. After questions and discussion, the consensus of the group is to go forward.

D. Election of New Officers 

a. Nominations to replace Dave Palmer – Gene Presta nominated Gary Degelo (18 votes), Mr. Cooper nominated Keith Lee (8 votes). Both nominations second by Howard Swaim . Gary Degelo elected to 3 year term. 

b. Nominations to replace Lenore Burt – Mr. Cooper nominated Keith Lee second by Howard Swaim. Keith Lee elected by acclimation. 

E. Other Issues 

a. Carl Johnson wanted to know why he was not on the agenda for the annual meeting. Carl was on the agenda for the January Board meeting, but was unable to attend the meeting. Discussion ensued about how he has been treated in regards to the resolution of his camper storage issue. Dave assured Carl Johnson that he will be on the May Board of Directors agenda.
