2.   Election of replacement Board of Directors members:

 
a. Vicki Belcher was elected to fill unexpired term of Shawn Sawin
     
b. Tom Kirwan was elected to fill unexpired term of Lisa Elliot
3.  The minutes of last meeting were read by Jack Walters.  Approved.
4.  Treasury report by Debbie DuPlooy.  Account balance:  $8200  Before the next regularly scheduled Board of Directors meeting, the treasurer will submit, to the President of the Association, a list of property owners who are in multiple-year delinquencies for payment of their annual Association dues.  The Board will file a lien on the properties after giving written notice to property owner and opportunity to pay.  The treasurer will also add any Woodlake property owners, not now being billed for Association dues, to the list of those being billed.
5.  Old Business:


a. Mail box, landscaping and boat & trailer in front yard of 7000 Palisades Point require Board of Directors action.  Letter will be sent from the Board to property owner, this week, requiring remedial action within 30 days to avoid levy of daily fine.

b. Destruction of balcony-deck previously attached to front of house at 7255 Woodlake Circle requires Board of Directors action.  Letter will be sent from the Board to property owner, this week, requiring remedial action within 30 days to avoid levy of daily fine. 

c. The non-functional hot-tub in the side yard of the property at 7273 Woodlake Circle is determined by the Board of Directors to be a health risk and danger as well as an eyesore to the community.  Letter will be sent from the Board to property owner, this week, requiring remedial action within 30 days to avoid levy of daily fine. 


d. The trailer located on the unimproved lot property, lot #12, Bellcad #336079, Key Largo street does not meet community standards and requires Board of Directors action.  Letter will be sent from the Board to property owner, this week, requiring remedial action within 30 days to avoid levy of daily fine.   

 
e. The small building on the unimproved lot #42 Bellcad # 130526, previously used as a sales office by the developer, does not meet community standards and requires Board of Directors action.  Agreement has been reached with owner of the property for destruction and disposal.  The Association is cleared to accomplish destruction and disposal and will begin work this week.  Total cost to the Association for destruction and disposal plus restoring the ground on which the foundation is built is limited to $500 or less.
6.  New Business:


a. Names, addresses and phone numbers of Association members will be deleted from the Association website (Woodlake.net) in the interest of safety of children of those Association members and in the interest of general privacy.  A list of Association members’ names and addresses can be obtained by e-mailing the webmaster from the website.


b. Restrictive covenants for Association members’ neighborhoods can now be viewed and copied from the website.  

c. A complaint form for use by Association members for calling Board of Directors’ attention to covenant violations was approved by the Board for distribution and general use.  A copy of the form can be viewed and copied from the website and will be attached to the next Association newsletter. 


d. The next regularly scheduled Directors’ meeting will be Monday, February 6, 2007, 6PM at Marcus Carr’s home.  Special meetings will be held by ad-hoc conference,  e-mail and telephone, in the mean time, to deal with the issues noted in Old Business, above.
